Executive Order No. 20-03-30-03 of the Governor of the State of Maryland
authorizes the City to suspend the effect of a provision of Title 4, Subtitle 3
of the Local Government of the Annotated Code of Maryland if the munici-
pality provides notice to the Governor and finds that such suspension will
not endanger the public health, welfare, or safety of the City, and is necessary
to amend the date upon which a municipal election will be held or the
method, conduct, or voting system of an election in a manner that ensures
an accurate vote count and certification of election results; and the City has
made such findings; and 

In accordance with the aforementioned Executive Order of the Governor,
the City suspends the provisions of Section 4-301 et seq of the Local Gov-
ernment Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland pertaining to notice,
public hearing, publication, referendum, effective date, and any other rele-
vant matter so that this Charter Resolution may be passed, enacted, and ef-
fective on the same date upon which it is introduced.
